English abstract: The aim of this dissertation is to study the descriptive and clinical
epidemiology of venous leg ulcers based on data that were collected during the past
twenty years (200-2020) in the context of the Ulcer Unit situated at the Hospital of A.
Sygros Hospital of Cutaneous & Venereal Diseases. A descriptive epidemiological
study will be implemented in which the general characteristics, the clinical course and
prognosis of venous leg ulcers diagnosed in a sample of adults leaving in Greece will
be studied. The results will be compared with similar data from Greece and abroad, as
well as, across the years longitudinally.
