DOCTORATE ABSTRACT :

The purpose of this study is to assess the safety and efficacy of non-hormonal, non-
pharmaceutical intravaginal fractional microablative laser therapy to manage the symptoms
of Genitourinary Syndrome of Menopause (GSM) in women with a history of hormone-
dependent breast cancer using subjective and objective criteria and high-quality methodology
as defined in the international bibliography. In particular, this is the first study that will
evaluate intravaginal laser therapy in breast cancer survivors performing comparisons with
placebo therapy, as well as the effect of extending the standard protocol of 3 therapies with
the addition of a 4th and Sth treatment in this group of patients. The comparison of results
and the apprehension of differences will be made before the initiation of therapies, during
and after the end of the therapeutic protocol and at follow-up visits.
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
