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ABSTRACT

The rapid development in life sciences and biotechnology and the advances in
Medically Assisted Reproduction (MAR), pose great challenges and raise critical
ethical concerns. In this context, the views of the stakeholders and the women
involved are critical.

The purpose of the study is to investigate the knowledge and opinions of
women and health workers on MAR bioethical issues and legal concerns.

This is a cross-sectional study, both quantitative and qualitative. The study
population will be women visiting the Private and Public Assisted Reproduction
Centers in order to undergo or already undergoing MAR: 30 women aged 25-30
years, 30 women 30-35 years old and 30 women 40-50 years old, as well as a
control sample of parous women of the same age. Women will be given a
questionnaire consisted of closed type questions on the probability of errors in the
MAR process, the potential risks to the mother and the fetus (including genetic
disorders) as well as the choice of sex and genetic characteristics. A semi-structured
interview will be conducted on a selected sample of 5 women from each group and
selected representatives of the public and private bodies to in-depth explore their
knowledge and views on the major bioethical and legal issues of assisted
reproduction. Statistical analysis of the data will be processed with SPSS 22.0.

The results of the study are expected to enrich law and health professionals'
knowledge about the needs of women undergoing MAR and to highlight the
significance of possible errors in the application of the methods and their legal
implications. The findings of the survey may, on the one hand, help to design or
amend guidelines for MAR in Greece and, on the other, to the possible revision of the
in force legislation in Greece, based upon the European directives, in order to ensure
both women's health and the protection of health professionals (clinical and
laboratory).
