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Abstract

Eating disorders are thought to be one of the most common factors affecting the family system.
It is argued that they have a considerable impact on the family members, leading to the
emergence of burden among the cares of the patient. The aim of this study is to examine
behavioral and emotional prototypes of the parents of young girls suffering from an eating
disorder compared to healthy controls. In order to do so we use a combination of the
neuropsychological test called “Food Stroop” and a battery of tests, measuring the current
psychological state and personality traits of the participants. We assume that the parents of the
patients will differ significantly from healthy controls to all the measurements. Furthermore, it
is believed that parents of girls suffering from anorexia nervosa would score worse both on
“Food Stroop” and on the self-completed questionnaires, in comparison to parents of patients
with bulimia nervosa.
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
